Dear Parents,
Welcome back and Happy New Year!
Reading – Reading books need to be read three times:
· Read 1: to allow your child to decode the book, they should be able to do this independently.
· Read 2: to increase the fluency with which your child reads the book.
· Read 3: to develop your child’s comprehension of the story.
Books will be changed on a Friday. We will hear the children read at school throughout the week. The children will also read to our community volunteers. 
PE - Children need to come to school wearing their PE kit on the days that they have PE.  They should wear plain dark coloured shorts/trousers/leggings, with their school PE tops and their school jumper, trainers and no earrings on these days.  If ears have been pierced recently, a supply of plasters or micropore tape will be needed in school so that they can be covered. Children should be able to do this themselves.  Long hair must be tied back at all times.
Our regular PE days are Tuesday and Wednesday. The class also have Sports Coaching session on the following Fridays: 16th Jan, 30th Jan, 13th Feb, 6th Mar, 20th Mar.
Children should come to school in their PE kit on these days. 

Water bottles and snacks – It is essential that children come to school every day with a named water bottle. Children are provided with fruit and vegetables in school. We are a nut and seed free school, this includes seeded bread. Please check the packaging and labels of food in packed lunches carefully to ensure it does not contain any nuts.
Spare Clothes - Please can all children have a full change of clothes in school that can be left on their peg, in case of accidents or messy play. These do not need to be school uniform if you do not have enough but must include pants and socks.
Wellies – Please can all children have a pair of named wellies in school. These may need to be checked by yourselves in the cloakroom to ensure they still fit this spring! Please pop in after school.
The school disco is planned for Friday 6th February. 
Talking to the teachers – If you need to contact us, please see us face to face wherever possible, in the morning for urgent messages, and after school for less urgent issues, when we can spend 5 minutes talking with you if needed. 
Mrs Barnett will teach the class on alternate Fridays when Mrs Bailey-Candlish will be out for planning and preparation time.
